Extensive commitment for arts and culture





At that time I already exhibited with much delight and enthusiasm. I was involved in the exhibition of young artists in the Elbe-Elster district and was awarded for my paintings and other exhibits. Further recognition followed, especially by an offer of the Volks- und Raiffaisenbank Herzberg to have a fair at their business premises. One year later I showed more new works at the Bücherkammer (bookshop, publishing house with second-hand department), containing the series “The Seven Ways To Kill Yourself” as well as the three corresponding pictures “Understanding Joshua”. A very welcome media response, comprising 20 editorial articles in the local press and a television broadcast strengthened me in my desire to become part of artistic circles on a professional level.





Art as professional objective





I started first initiatives with pretty much idealism, like the sale of self-designed postcards, writing paper and zines in smallest editions via Internet. The Internet and the design of websites opened up another sphere of activity. I enjoyed composing the sites www.emptysound.de, www.matthewvanroden.com and the fan sites of Adam Green with much sense for the artistic preferences of other people. More projects followed, such as the design of promotional leaflets for R. Sinoun from Singapore, the cover for the book “Subverse” by the London-based author A. Kendall and numerous record sleeves for the band “Handbags At Dawn”.





Illustrations for books and other media - my passion





My illustrations for advertisements and books with own vignettes and graphics resulted in another fruitful cooperation with the publishing house BücherKammer. During the design of stories about Kobolds I became aware of the fact that only the coherence between text and picture, between told story and graphic crate a harmonious complete work forming a uniform and integrated whole. It was a matter close to my heart to draw these varied characters with as much empathy as possible. A copy of my first portfolio is enclosed, so you can get an own impression of my work. Likewise, I was able to publish the book “Wie die Koblike lebten und starben” (“How the Kobliks lived and died”) which you can inspect any time with the help of BücherKammer.


All these projects increased my longing for further artistic advancement in a new thrilling environment.
